The school will accept and distribute general road safety material.

The school considers that the responsibility of road safety for pupils belongs to the parents or carers. 

Teaching staff will occasionally include road safety education and travel awareness issues in their lessons.

Every child matters, so we will endeavour to provide road safety education to every child in every age group, taking into account individual needs.
